® These items may damage or crack the plastic, potentially causing injury or
malfunction.

e Additionally, these items could damage the water supply hose and result in a
water leak.

To prevent a sudden water leak, never remove the water filter drain valve
while the shutoff valve is open.

® Doing so will cause water to spurt out unexpectedly.

When installing the water filter drain valve, make sure that it is securely
tightened in its proper position.

e Failure to securely tighten it may cause a water leak.

If a water leak occurs, always close the shutoff valve immediately.

When the ambient temperature is expected to drop to 32°F or below, take
measures to prevent damage to the pipes and hoses due to freezing.

® Frozen water pipes can cause the main unit and connected pipes to crack,
potentially resulting in a water leak.

® To avoid this, regulate the room temperature to ensure that the pipes and
hoses do not freeze during cold months.

® Do not urinate on the main unit, toilet seat, or wand, as this may result in failure
or discoloration.

® Disconnect the power cord during thunderstorms.

e When the product will not be used for a long period of time, close the shutoff
valve and then turn off the power to the product.

e When the product is not used for a long time, remove the battery in the 9V
battery box to prevent the battery leakage from damaging the battery box.

MUST OBEY

® The required water pressure should be between 0.18MPa and 0.5MPa.

e Use the water supply hose provided with the product. Old water supply hoses
cannot be used.

e During daily use of the remote control, keep it away from water to prevent
water from getting inside the remote control. And please return it to the holder
after each use.

® When the product has been used for a long period of time, replace the
batteries in the remote control.

® The power cord should have a length of 1.5 meters. The location of the power outlet should be in
close proximity to facilitate the installation and disassembly of this product, while also
maintaining a safe distance from the bathtub area.

® |t is strongly recommended to select a waterproof-type outlet. Avoid utilizing extension cords to
connect the product.

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TOILET INSTALLATION

Pre-Installation Precautions:

e Water Pressure Test: Ensure that water flow
exceeds 1.32 gallons within 15 seconds.

e Before installation, drain water through the pipe
for 1 minutes to avoid impurities remaining in
the pipeline.

Installation Steps:

1. For a newly installed toilet in the bathroom, a flange plate needs to be added.
(Purchase flange plates by oneself)

e Place the flange plate into the drainage hole, aligning the arrow on the flange plate with the
dashed line on the vertical wall.

® Use a marker to indicate the positions of the four installation holes on the flange plate.

® Use an electric drill to create four @ 6mm installation holes on the flange plate. Insert four
corresponding plastic anchors.

e Secure the flange plate in place using the provided four screws.

8.4 Apply a circle of anti-mold sealing silicone at
the junction between the toilet and the floor. After
the silicone sealant has solidified, plug in the power
and slowly open the angle valve. Adjust the water
pressure to be within 80 PSI and inspect the seals
of all connection points.
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BEFORE USING

FUNCTION DESCRIPTION

1. Turn on the angle valve

® Check the threaded connection to ensure there are no leaks.

® Unscrew the angle valve counterclockwise to fully open it.

(Tips: When opening the angle valve for the first time, the handle may require more torque.)

Microwave Flip Cover
(This feature is unique to the automatic flip toilet)

e Microwave flip cover Open and close the seat cover by identifying the proximity/presence/
departure of the human body;

e When the human body is approximately 30-60cm away from the toilet, the cover will
automatically open.

e When the cover is opened, it will automatically close 30 seconds after the human body departs.

e When the seat is lifted, both the seat and the toilet cover will automatically close and initiate
a water flush upon the departure of the human body.

e If the flushing function has already been activated during use, no additional flushing will occur
after the cover is closed.

2. Power Connection

Insert the leakage protection plug into the power socket. Press the reset switch. The plug
indicator lights up, indicating that the power is on.

Tips:

® Before usage, press the electric leakage test button.
The reset switch should pop up, indicating that the
leakage protection function is normal.

e Press the TEST button (then the RESET button) every
month to ensure proper operation.

Foot Kick Flip the Cover And the Seat
(This feature is unique to the automatic flip toilet)

e When the cover is closed, kick the foot kick, it will automatically open the cover;

® When the cover is opened/the seat is closed, kick the foot kick, it will automatically open the
seat;

e When the seat is opened, kick the foot kick, it will automatically close the cover, the seat and
then flush.

Automatic Flush After Leave

When the human body is seated for at least five seconds, it will automatically flush after leaving
the seat.

Power Outage Flushing

The toilet can be equipped with a backup battery. In the event of a power outage, short press the
knob to activate the flushing function.

3. Self-inspection
® The main unit buzzer rings "beep’.
e After another "beep” from the buzzer, self-inspection is complete.

® Proceed to normal function mode for regular usage.

Energy Saving Mode

When the intelligent toilet is not used for 1 hour, it will automatically enter energy-saving mode,
and the seat temperature will automatically adjust to 91°F, entering a low-temperature setting.
Upon being seated, it will reheat to the preset temperature.
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FUNCTION DESCRIPTION

There are 2 buttons on the side: [Flush], [Seat temperature adjustment].

® Short press "Flush’ to start flushing.
® Short press "Seat Temperature” to adjust seat temperature.
e Long press "Seat Temperature” for 5 seconds to open/close night light.

e Long press "Flush" for 5 seconds to open/close the toilet.

® Press the knob to flush.

e Press and hold the knob for 3 seconds to power on/off the toilet.
® Rotate the knob clockwise for 3 seconds to turn on/off the night light.

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DAILY MAINTENANCE

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE

Main unit care and maintenace

1. Shut off power supply before doing
maintenance.

2. Wipe the stain with a soft damp cloth.

Maintenance of filter net

Maintenance is required when the system is
under normal water pressure but experiencing
poor flush performance.

1. Turn off power and the angle valve.

2. Unscrew angle valve nut.

3. After cleaning, re-connect the toilet with the
power supply.

4. Reinstall filter net.

5. Turn on the angle valve and connect
power.then it can work normally after self
inspection.
